Each Recipient under the NDA agrees not to copy or record any Confidential Information of a Discloser except as reasonably necessary to further the Purpose under the NDA or the purposes of this MOU. Within thirty (30) days after the written request from Discloser or termination of discussions relating to the Purpose, or termination of either the NDA or this MOU, each Recipient will deliver all copies or records of Confidential Information in its possession or control to the appropriate Discloser’s Contact Person, or will certify in writing to Discloser that the Confidential Information of such Discloser has been destroyed. Notwithstanding the foregoing, Recipient may retain any copies of Confidential Information, as may be required to comply with any applicable federal, state or local law, regulation or regulatory authority to which Recipient is subject; or that are maintained as archive copies on Recipient’s disaster recovery and/or Confidential Information technology backup systems, provided such copies will be destroyed upon the normal expiration of Recipient’s backup files. Recipient shall continue to be bound by the terms and conditions of the NDA or this MOU with respect to any such Confidential Information retained in accordance with this Section.
